"He literally just vanished," said
Mr Lawler. "We searched for him - staff and volunteers were going looking
for him and he was being spotted occasionally, (4)usually very early in the
morning or quite late at night, but by the time we got up there he'd be
gone again. Then he just disappeared completely for about a month, we
didn't have any sightings at all. We really thought he'd died." Then, last
week, Drone Search and Rescue for Lost Dogs picked up Costa on their
cameras. "They left some highly (5)concentrated chicken broth and set a

trap for him," said Mr Lawler. "He went in and that was that. We're super,
super grateful to them, their role was completely vital." Costa was taken
back to the centre, where he has mostly been "crashed out sleeping and
relaxing, knowing he's safe".
